Exams

Unit exams are usually in two sections – 40 multiple choice (35 minutes and 75% of test grade) and 1 free-response (15 minutes and 25% of test grade).  This is one-half the length of the AP exam and should prepare for that format if you decide to test.  Each exam is worth 1 major grades.

Test will be on Wednesdays or Fridays during class. You may retake or do corrections on one multiple choice test per nine weeks. For test corrections, you receive ½ credit per question that you accurately correct to bring your final grade up to a 85%. On retakes, you will be given a new test, possibly in a different form to retake; the highest grade you can receive is a 85%. 

Quizzes

Students are responsible for reading and studying the text almost daily.  This will enhance student understanding and make studying for exams less stressful. Announced and unannounced quizzes will be given anytime during the semester. Students are often quizzed on their assigned readings. Students may take notes on their reading and use these notes on the quizzes. 

Supplemental Reading

In addition to the required textbook, you will be given supplementary reading materials including primary and secondary documents like news articles, research reports and patients stories. Some of these readings will occur in class, many will be required outside reading. All supplementary material will be provided. 


Make-up Work

1.    Students are responsible for all missed work due to any absence.  You will have 1 day to make-up work for each day of absence.   

2.    Make-up exams should be completed within one week of the absence and are an alternate form.

3. Check the front table for any missing assignments. 

*Failure to prepare on your part does not result in an emergency on mine. Simply not completing as assignment does not qualify you to turn it in late. I will not accept stacks of late work at the end of the grading period. If you miss a class, you are responsible for collecting the work. 

Study Sessions: Study sessions will be held outside of the school day to study for major exams and the AP Exam in May. These sessions are not required but will be very helpful. I will my best to schedule these when as many students as possible may attend. However, some conflicts will occur and students will need to make the necessary adjustments.

Advanced Placement for College Credit: 

The AP grade for college credit will be determined by taking the College Board Exam on May 4th. The test is two hours long and consists of 100 multiple choices questions and two free response essay questions. The exam is not required for a grade in this class, but is highly recommended. The registration deadline will be announced later. All students will take every AP test of each course on their schedule.  If they have 6 or more AP classes, they will be allowed to exempt up to 2 tests of their choice.

AP test costs: 

$30 per test, max of $100

$15 per test, max of $50 (if free and reduced)
